= His name means “embrace”
= [here are no kings mentioned to establish a solid chronology
= There is no nation mentioned as the recipient of the prophecy

= The book seems to be written to Judah concerning the Babylonian
invasion under Nebuchadnezzar (1.4-9)

= Deuterocanonical books make reference to Habakkuk and Daniel
knowing each other

HABAKKUK'’S FIRST SPEECH

= Habakkuk is perplexed for three reasons:
® He cries out to God but feels he is not heard (1.2)
® Wickedness and evil have multiplied in Judah (1.3)

® The righteous are mistreated by the wicked (1.4)




GOD’S FIRST RESPONSE

HABAKKUK 1.5-11
= Habakkuk felt like he was not heard; God now responds to him

= God affirms that Habakkuk’s concern about evil in Judah would soon
be addressed — and be addressed by Him

= The suffering of the righteous would not escape God’s attention —
He would deal properly with the wicked, whether Babylonian or

Jewish (1.6,11)




HABAKKUK'’S RESPONSE

HABAKKUK 1.12-2]

= Habakkuk is confused and upset by God’s response:

® He affirms the right of God to judge (1.12)
® “But how can you judge us with THEM?” (1.1 3)

* Babylon had already built a reputation for ungodliness

* How could God use such an ungodly people to judge His people?

® Habakkuk then waits for God’s response (1.14)

* He realizes God’s timing is not man’s timing

* He realizes he has missed something — so he
awaits God’s reproof (2.1)
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GOD ANSWERS HABAKKUK

HABAKKUK 2.2-20

= God answers Habakkuk with a firm message (2.2-3)

® Judgment was coming — to both Judah (1.6) and Babylon (2.8)

® Habakkuk’s presentation against God’s judgment was flawed:
* God was not indiscriminately judging — the righteous would live (2.4)
* Habakkuk was amiss because both nations were wicked (1.3; 2.8)

* God was not wrong to use the Babylonians — they, too, would be judged for their
wickedness (2.15-17)

® God’s will must be respected (2.20)




HABAKKUK'’S PRAYER

HABAKKUK 3

= After the message of coming judgment, Habakkuk prays:

® For God’s mercy (3.2)
* And God would be — He would bring home the exiled Jews
® Glorifying God’s nature and power (3.3-7)

* Babylon attacked from the north;Teman is south of Israel
> All stand before God

® He learns to trust God in all circumstances (3. 6-I9)

HABAKKUK AND ME:

= Be willing to ask God questions.

= When you realize a flaw in your thinking, admit that to
God and ask for His guidance.

= God does not cast off the godly with the ungodly.
® Judgment was coming, but God offered life to the righteous 4 M
> Captivity could be endured by trusting God (3.16-19) :

> The Jews would preserve themselves by submitting to
God’s plan to submit to Babylon (cf. Jeremiah 42.9-16)

> For those who might die, there was still the hope of ’_
eternal life by grace through faith -

HABACUC 1.12-2]

= Habacuc esta confuso y molesto por la respuesta de Dios:

® Afirma el derecho de Dios a juzgar (1.12)

® ";Pero como puedes juzgarnos con ELLOS?" (I.13)
* Babilonia ya habia construido una reputacion de impiedad

* (Como pudo Dios usar a un pueblo tan impio para juzgar a Su pueblo?

® Habacuc espera entonces la respuesta de Dios (1.14)

> Se da cuenta de que el tiempo de Dios no es el tiempo del hombre




DIOS RESPONDE A HABACUC

HABACUC 2.2-20

= Dios responde a Habacuc con un mensaje firme (2.2-3)
® El juicio se acercaba - tanto a Juda (1.6) como a Babilonia (2.8)

® La presentacion de Habacuc contra el juicio de Dios era erronea:
* Dios no estaba juzgando indiscriminadamente - los justos vivirian (2.4)
* Habacuc estaba equivocado porque ambas naciones eran malvadas (1.3; 2.8)

> Dios no se equivoco al usar a los babilonios - ellos también serian juzgados por su
maldad (2.15-17)

® Hay que respetar la voluntad de Dios (2.20)
